2006 Consultant of the Year

Rich Rubin, Neuberger, Quinn, Rubin & Gibbler, PA
A graduate of the University of Maryland School of Law, he is a lecturer in the area of condominium law, contracts and other aspects of real property law. He has been included in the editions of The Best Lawyers in America in the area of Real Estate Law.

2006 Contractor of the Year

Dick Reese, CJ Miller L.L.C.
Dick Reese started working in the construction side of land development working in the field doing stakeout work for a contractor. In a few years he was put inside the office where he learned the craft of estimating projects. Later, he worked for several years in the developing side for a developer in the Washington, D.C. area.  There he was involved in design, budgeting, hearings, and dealing with site development contractors. He then he returned to what he truly enjoys: Estimating.

Jim Wolf, Morris H. Wolf Enterprises
Jim Wolf has been involved in the building industry for more than 20 years. She started working for his uncle’s company at the very bottom; learning the business, and demonstrating the same respected and successful qualities of his uncle. Eventually he became a partner, and together they worked the old-fashioned way to establish a local presence in each area of development including the practice of by-passing attorneys and lobbyists in favor of working directly with local officials. As a developer, he became an integral part of every community that was developed from Baltimore County to Cecil County to Harford County to parts of Delaware. Colleagues and competitors readily admit that the commitment to quality has paved the way for future developments.  As a volunteer, he has invested untold hours to the Home Builders Association of Maryland, serving as President and Board Member of the Land Development Council.
2006 Lifetime Achievement Award

Tom Bozzutto, Bozzutto, Inc.
During Tom Buzzutto’s 30-year career, he has overseen and been responsible for the creation of more than 30,000 residential units with a conservatively estimated value of 3 billon dollars. Award of Excellence Winners

Project: Deep Harbor

Developer Beazer Homes Corporation 
Consultant/Engineer: Andrews, Miller and Associates, Inc.
Location: Cambridge
Deep Harbor is located on the former Barge terminal site of the Arundel Corporation on the banks of Cambridge Creek. The plan includes 92 garage town homes, 288 condominiums, pool and pool house and 56 boat slips on 18 acres. The developer encountered numerous challenges including soil contaminants that required remediation and a massive soil clean-up program. The scope of the project development also included a conversion of overhead electrical and phone lines to a new underground system; the construction of a new bulkhead/marina, and an extensive landscape package that included the replanting of many native plant species.

Project: Montjoy

Developer: Elm Street Development and Winchester Homes
Consultant/Engineer: Rodgers Consulting, Inc.
Location: Ellicott City

Montjoy is a planned community located on 76 acres of rolling meadow. The community offers a mix of 62 estate homes, 228 town homes and 286 luxury apartments and lofts. An existing historic farmhouse and smokehouse were renovated and left to serve as the centerpiece of the community. To preserve the sense of history, stone was incorporated into the homes, building facades, retaining walls and entry monuments. Further design sensitivity was required to accommodate underground fiber optic lines, rock and a creek which traverses the property.

Location: Reisterstown
Berryman’s Grant was agricultural farmland before being developed. The developer was committed to forming cooperative relationships with existing neighboring communities, even repairing and repaving private and public roads leading to the development, creating open active space for ball fields for a neighboring church, and upgrading the culverts to eliminate chronic flooding. Through years of perseverance, creativity and cooperation, the area is left with a community that will benefit many for years to come.

2006 Project of the Year

Project: Pier Homes at Harborview

Developer: Harborview Properties Development Company

Location: Baltimore City

Pier Homes at Harborview is situated on Baltimore’s Inner Harbor, on the site that used to be Bethlehem Steel Shipyards. Two of the existing piers from the shipyard were demolished and replaced with brand new piers that were capable of the supporting the 58 homes that were constructed on them. For the portions of the buildings that face the waterside, subcontractors had to use large barges to install windows, brick, railings, and stucco. The City of Baltimore has never seen anything like this, and as such it took a lot of coordination between the developer and the City to make it happen.  As a result of this hard work Baltimore has a project that is truly unique and can never again be replicated.
