Adding a new 2 car garage and breezeway, removing an existing porch, expanding and enclosing a living room, relocating the foyer, kitchen and dining room, expanding the master suite by adding a 2nd floor addition, and adding a more modern master bath was part of the transformation to give this 1920’s home a more modern feel.
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
