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Builders’ Haven Foundation Donates Renovations  

to Night of Peace Shelter
August 22, 2007 (Baltimore) -- Local families in need have a better place to find refuge thanks to the Builders’ Haven Foundation.  A dedication ceremony was held on August 22, 2007 for the Night of Peace Family Shelter located in the Salem united Methodist Church on Windsor Mill Road in Baltimore County.  Involvement in the project evolved through a meeting between the Builders’ Haven Foundation and the Baltimore County Office of Community Conservation. Cindy McAuliffe of Grayson Homes was gracious enough to volunteer her employees to work on the shelter, particularly Bobby Jones who supervised the project.

Those present at the dedication ceremony included the Reverend Dr. Colin A. Phillips, Pastor of the Salem United Methodist Church;  Jim Smith, Baltimore County Executive;  Ken Oliver, Baltimore County Councilman, 4th district; Mark Miller, Chairperson of the Board of Directors of the Builders’ Haven Foundation and Reverend Wayne DeHart of the United Methodist Church, Baltimore-Washington Conference.

Jim Smith explained how the participation of community organizations is what made this project work. “The Night of Peace is one example of what can be done when churches such as Salem United Methodist Church and United Methodist Church, Baltimore-Washington Conference, come together,” he said.  It is also a great testament to the building and business community. Builders are giving back.  
Located within the Salem Methodist Church at the corner of Windsor Mill Road and Rolling Road, the shelter has been open for approximately 15 months. It has gone through some major renovations, primarily through the help of the aforementioned Foundation and orchestration by Grayson Homes. NOP sees 20 to 30 people a night, mostly women with their children. The shelter gets referrals from the County’s Department of Social Services each day.  Volunteers from Salem and other churches in the area help identify resources for the families and move them into permanent housing with the county’s help. They also enable people to take care of themselves and give them the confidence and know-how to succeed.
Mark Miller represented the Builders’ Haven Foundation when the project was considered. His first observation was of a dilapidated closet and run-down storage room.  The renovated area now includes a full-bath with a handicapped accessible shower, an adjoining laundry room and an organized storage area.
The following is a list of subcontractors involved in the project: Grayson Homes ( project supervisor, Bobby Jones),  D.W. Taylor Associates (plans), Willis Concrete (concrete floor), Asbestos Specialist Inc. (asbestos removal and cleanup), 84 Lumber (rough lumber), Ultimate Framing Contractors (framing labor), Duron Paint (paint and supplies), Bison Drywall (drywall installation and supplies), John Fox of Rep South (plumbing fixtures), Van Sant Plumbing and Heating (plumbing and HVAC), Royal Electric (electrical), CB Flooring (tile work), Classic Building Specialties (bath hardware), Catoctin Millworks (trim work and installation).

Executive Citations were presented from the United States Senate and Baltimore County. 
The Builders’ Haven Foundation serves six counties in Maryland - Anne Arundel, Baltimore, Carroll, Cecil, Harford, Howard and Baltimore City.
